




























The 2004-2005 PSAE and ACT test scores are at or above the state averages in all areas. The School Improvement Plan is designed to build on our recent successes. The School Improvement Plan was created using PSAE and ACT data, as well as survey data from students, parents, and teachers. The AHS staff is committed to continued success for all students. Helping our students prepare for a successful life is not codependent on raised test scores, so we are actively pursuing a mechanism for tracking our students’ successes after high school currently. The school improvement plan for 2005-2006 addresses three main areas:


1. All students identified on an individual level, with the intent of raised PSAE/ACT scores for all students to meeting/exceeding standards and increased graduation rate.


· Almost one-third of our high school seniors are involved in Whiteside Area Career Center or Sauk dual credit college classes. Our students are experiencing tremendous success when given an opportunity to excel in a field of interest.


· Through post-graduation tracking data, we will identify strengths, weaknesses, and opportunities from our recent graduates. We will use this data to make informed decisions regarding future curriculum needs, instructional techniques, and senior-level opportunities for growth.


2. Identification of gaps between curriculum and the Illinois Learning Standards in order to update curriculum guides.


· The Illinois State Board of Education has recently added the Illinois Assessment Framework to the Illinois Learning Standards for Science, Math, and Reading. We will utilize the new Framework language in the development of curricular guides for all core classes.


· A.H.S. is currently scoring above the state averages in Math, Reading, and Science through analysis of PSAE data. We will reinforce the enduring understandings and essential skills that students need in order to be successful post-graduation, which will enable those students to continue to score well on the state test.


3. The use of technology in instruction and through student use.


· A.H.S. is using e-grades as a primary means of communicating student progress. 


· We hope to utilize an on-line component (K-12 Planet) to allow parents the access to view grades in “real-time”


· The instructional staff will receive support in classroom technology integration using research-based methodology


· Students will continue to utilize technology as a means of research, hands on learning, and differentiated performance opportunities. 
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
